His research interests include PET and SPECT instrumentation, image 
processing, reconstruction of tomographic data and the radiation dosimetry, particularly 
in the realm of pediatric nuclear medicine.  He is actively involved in the Imaging Gently 
and Image Wisely campaigns as they pertain to nuclear medicine.
