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and directing basic and applied research on the chemistry of radioactive materials,
environmental science and chemical separations at Argonne National Laboratory and at
the U.S. Geological Survey.  He received a Ph.D. in Inorganic Chemistry from Florida
State University, B.A. in chemistry from Lewis University (Illinois).  He has co-authored
more than 150 publications on the fundamental solution chemistry of actinides, chemical
separations, environmental chemistry, and on separation science and technology
emphasizing the nuclear fuel cycle.  He is a co-editor of four books, Co-editor in Chief of
the journal Solvent Extraction and Ion Exchange and a member of the Editorial Board of
the journal Separation Science and Technology.  Dr. Nash was a visiting scholar at the
Japan Atomic Energy Research Institute at Tokai-mura in 2000 and is the 2003 recipient
of the Glenn T. Seaborg Award for Actinide Separations.  He is actively engaged in the
activities of the American Chemical Society, having been named a Fellow of the ACS in
2010.  He is also a member of the American Nuclear Society, AAAS and Sigma Xi. His
primary focus at present is helping to educate a new generation of nuclear/radiochemists
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
